Libya:-

Libya is an Arabian country located in North Africa at the southern coast of the Mediterranean, bounded by Egypt from the East, Sudan from the south-east, Chad and Niger from the south, Algeria from the west, and from the north-west Tunisia.

Libya is the sixteenth largest country in the world, with a relatively small population (approximately six million) compared to it's size.
Libya is also the country that boasts the longest coast-line  (almost 2000 km long) on the Mediterranean sea.
Geography:-

Geographically Libya extends between 45. 18ْ and57. 32ْ  latitudes north, with deserts making up the largest part of the Libya (80% Desert – 20% Semi-desert).

Libya is an extended plateau on the African plateau and a coastal plain extended on the Mediterranean, which includes lots of lakes.

There are many important mountains in Libya such as Alagdar Mountain in the North-east, Nafosa Mountain in the North-west and Tebesti Mountains in the south, and there is the highest peak (Betet) with 2286 Meter height.

History of Libya:-

Through-out the centuries Libya has witnessed many political and historical periods, such as:-

· The Pre-history (The old history of Libya).

· The Phoenician period, Greek and Roman to Islamic conquest.

· The period of the Uanayyad and Abbasid state since successive 644 AD.

· Separation period of the central government in the Levant and of the regional.

· The period of Ottoman reign or the Turkish (1551 – 1911 AD).

· The British and French administration (1945 – 1951 AD).

The residence of Libyan state, and it's divided as follow:-
- The monarchy period.
- The period f Gaddfi reign from 1969 AD (Libyan Arab Republic).

A lot of important events happened during these periods which we are unable to cover in this artical, but these events played an important part in defining the map of Libya.
The Climate:-
Libya's climate is mild in spring and autumn, hot in the summer and cold in winter.

Libya's climate is variates, being dominated in the North by the Mediterranean, and by the desert in the south.

The desert climate covers most of the country except small parts running along the Mediterranean and some higher regions in the north and the south, where there's enough rain for the growth of normal flora.

In some of these regions – such as Alagdar Mountain- there's enough rain for the growth of evergreen forests and grass, but in some other regions -such as Ajafara Valley- there is just enough rain for the growth of weeds and grass that disappear with the last drop of rain.
There are no sea currents crossing the coasts of the country, the cold ocean currents are generally high to very high in the summer except for the coastline and the Western Mountain and the Green Mountain, but it's (تقصد أي منطقة أعتقد انو بيحكي عن منطقة أخري) moderate to cold in the winter, and the thermal range increasing between night and day, summer and winter towards the south, futher away from the influence of the Mediterranean, therefore, the relative humidity is high throughout the year at the coastline because of the humid winds from the sea, while humidity in the desert areas is very low because of the barren surface and the great distance from the marine influences.

The prevailing winds on the coast can be divided into two types according to the seasons, the trend in the summer half is eastern followed by south-eastern then eastern and north-southern, but in the winter it became northern and north-western then northern and southern.

The northern trade and north-eastern wind in the douthern provinces is the prevailing wind throughout the year.
Generally the Libyan climate is a desert climate due to several reasons related to the nature of the atmosphere, the surface and other geography factors.

The Language:-

The Arabian language is the official and most common language, but the Libyan dialect is different from one region to another, due to the immense size of the country.
The residents of the Capital and western areas speak a dialect close to the southern Tunisian dialect, while residents of the eastern, central and south speak a dialect very close to the dialect of Jordan and  the Arab Nomads, Amazigh dialects are spoken by the multi-Tanazight in the country, with it's people concentrated in the south such as (Aljebalia) at Nafosa Mountain, and (Alzwaria) at the North-southern, and (Algdmesia) at Ghadames, and (Tariqia) at the South, in additional to small groups in different parts of the country such as Sokona and Ogola.
Most Berber in Libya are able to speak in Arabic.

The Libyan people are well known for composing popular poetry similar in purpose and structure to the poetry of the other Bedouin in the Arabian Peninsula.

The Education:-
Education in Libya is free, and it can be divided to two levels:-

Level 1: General Education (Compulsory) which is divided into two sub-levels:

· The main level which is composed of six years.

· The middle level (High school), a specialty consisting of three academic years, according to the latest amendment on 2006-2007.

Level 2: Higher education consist of the study of the university Bachelor

 degree (licentiate),  a university master's degree, and the study of university doctorate.
Also the executive departments of the Libyian government send students abroad to developed countries to complete their studies at the expense of the government.

There are 14 universities throughout Libya, In addition to the university of Star Petroleum and numerous colleges and technical schools.

The population:-

The population of Libya about six million people, the population is high at the coastal areas in the north of the country with an average of 50 people/sq km, while it's 1 person/sq km in the south, the Libiyan populations is made up 92% Arab of the Arabian Peninsula, and 8% between Barbarians and Nomads and Coarq.

· Public system of the government depends on direct democracy as contained in the Green Book written by Muammer Al-Gadafi.

· The basic unit public in government is "The People's congresses" where the conference in every neighborhood or village of citizens age 18, male and female meet in rally called a commune which divides all the Libyan population into 30 thousand communes, consisting of 100 persons living in a single neighborhood.

· Basic people's congresses takes  place three times a year.

Health :-

Libya has seen wide development in the health sector over the past few decades, with great acheivements such as:-

· An Increase in the number of the dentists to 7,183.

· A rise in the number of employees in medical services assistances to 30,551.

· Human development indicators in Libya has raised grace to positive development of health and education services. 
· In 1993 AD the average life expectancy from birth has increased from 63.4 years to 70 years, also a decrease in infant mortality rate from 118 per thousand years in 1973 to 24,4 per thousand years during 1995.

· Health in Libya is free, except in private clinics,  80% of the clinics are govement run.

The Economy:-

· Natural Resources: Oil, natural oil, gypsum, oil and gas are the main source of income in the country.

· Important industries: Iron and steel – Cement and building materials - Caustic soda – Urea fertilizer – Other petrochemical industries.

· The agriculture is concentrated in the south with palms, and in the north with olives, fruits and grains.
